It is not a bird of the deep woods, as are the true Thrushes,
but is an inhabitant of the more open country about hedges, brier
patches, and, when encouraged, the ornamental shrubbery sur-
rounding our houses. Except when singing from the top of some
favorite tree, the Brown Thrasher or Sandy Mocking-Bird, as
it is familiarly known in parts of the South, is rarely found far
from the ground.

Its food consists of many kinds of insects injurious to
agriculture, small wild fruits, as well as occasionally the culti-
vated forms, such as raspberries, cherries and currants.

he nest, which is well concealed, is
built in low shrubbery on the ground, and is
constructed of twigs, plant stems and coarse
grasses, and is lined with fine rootlets.

The song of the Brown Thrasher is
considered by its admirers to be equal if not
superior to that of the Mocking-bird. 1t has
the same general quality, is clear and melo-
dious, aud is delivered with much spirit.
