Mr. Parklmrst writes :—** This bird, by his manner, reminds one of a
bottle of effervescent liguid that has lost its native sparkle. He is too
exalted to be annoyed by the remark that his listless air takes even the
splendor from his gorgeous robes.”” :

His nest, loosely made of coarse materials, is placed on a horizontal
branch of an cak limb well above the heads of curious people,  In this are
laid from three to five epgs, which the mother tenderly rds,

The male places all of his vigor in his song, which greatly resembles
that of the Robin, though lacking the freedom amd ringing quality.
