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Teacher Shares Research Experience at
National Science Foundation

In the spring of 2010, University of Arizona, selected Rama Rao Cheepurupalli from Luz
Guerrero Early College Academy to participate in the Research Experiences for Teachers (RET)
program supported by the CISE Pathways to Revitalized Undergraduate Computing Education
